They were the only thing that really frightened me. So said the usually steadfast Winston Churchill
of the German Navy s U-Boat eet - the dreaded Wolf Pack, which stalked the Atlantic depths, bringing
instant death to merchantmen and warship alike. Together with a formidable surface eet, the U-Boats
challenged the Royal Navys traditional supremacy of the oceans, countering Britain's strength in
numbers with a reign of silent terror. A decade of secret rebuilding had brought forth capital ships like
the Scharnhorst, Gneisenau and Prinz Eugen - names to strike fear into any Allied seafarer. However, it
was from under the water that the biggest threat was to come. Commanded by Admiral Karl Doenitz,
the submarines laid waste to shipping, cutting supply lines and striking from within convoys where
Allied escorts dare not use guns. The U-Boat captains were the equivalent of Luftwaffe aces - ruthless,
cunning and ice-cool under pressure. Enduring harsh conditions for months on end and working in
darkness with no chance of escape, this was truly a war of nerves. There is no margin for error on @
submarine, - said one captain. You are either alive or dead. On May 4 1945, Doenitz issued orders
to cease hostilities. You have fought like lions, e said to his valiant survivors. You are laying down
your arms after a heroic - ght which knows no equals. The story of that ght is told here using rare
archive footage, much of which has been unavailable in the West since World War I1.

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GREAT SEA BATTLES OF

Ater the horrors of the Great War, an uneasy peace prevailed. Britannia ruled the waves - but for how long?
The mid 1930 s saw Germany rebuilding her eets, defying the Versailles Treaty as Hitler planned to encircle
Britain with his Kriegsmarine. Within hours of war s declaration, a U-boat had claimed its rst victim in an
underwater reign of terror that struck merchantman and warship alike. By April 1940, Germany had sunk
one million tons of Allied shipping. The entrance of Mussolini s Italy shifted the balance of power in the
Mediterranean. However the course of Naval warfare was changed in 1941 when torpedo bombers from
HMS Hllustrious decimated the Italian et at anchor in Taranto, crippling three of their battleships in the rst
Allied victory since the fall of France. Japan soon learmed the lesson - to America s cost. The surprise attack on
Pearl Harbour on 7th December 1941 dwarfed Taranto, with 19 warships and 190 aircraft lost and 22,500
dead. Sea power proved crucial in the Paci c. The battle of the Coral Sea was decisive in denying Japan a
gateway to Australia and was a naval rst - opposing forces, launching air attacks 120 miles apart, were
never in sight of each other. After the US strike on Midway, there was no doubting the tide had tumed. Leyte
Gulf was the last and greatest sea battle of World War Il leaving the Imperial Fleet all but destroyed. The era
of the battleship had long gone: the aircraft carrier was now the undisputed master of naval warfare.
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BATTLESHIPS AT WAR

The battleship reigned supreme in naval warfare from the start of this century to 1945 and,
though only the Dardanelles and Jutland provided action in World War I, German rearmament
ensured the heavily armed queen of the seas would play a major part in the second con ict.
The Royal Navy won early successes: the mighty Graf Spee was scuttled off South America,
while half of Raeders eet was destroyed at Narvik. U-Boats and air power posed a real
threat to battleship superiority, as proved by British torpedo bombers at Taranto, but Britain
had to destroy France s capital ships off North Africa to prevent them falling into enemy
hands. Admiral Cunningham s eet, led by HMS Warspite, ensured the Royal Navy s mastery
of the Mediterranean, crushing Italy at Cape Matapan. Battleships later played a leading role
in North Africa, Sicily, Italy and the D-Day landings as ~oating weapons platforms pounding
shore-based enemy positions. The US Navy proved allpowerful in the Paci c, Leyte Gulf
leaving the Japanese with only one surviving battleship. Fittingly, the nal act of the war
took place on USS Missouri as Japan signed the surrender. The Allies had secured ultimate
victory - a triumph in which the battleship had played its part.

Hitler s trail to glory was blazed by Panzers. In Poland, Western Europe, North Africa and Russia they
repeatedly overcame enormous odds by combining radio communications, tanks and Stuka dive-bombers to
wage Blitzkrieg - lightning war. Using such revolutionary tactics, commanders like Erwin Rommel rewrote
the rules of tank warfare. However, Rommel s reverse at EI Alamein was the ~ rst indication that the tide
was turning - and on the Easter Front the German defeat at Kursk was to con rm it. The Nazi armoured
advance had seemed unstoppable - would Hitler succeed where Napoleon himself had failed? The Panzer
was a potent symbol of German invincibilty, but it was tactics - not technology, that brought success. In
mounting Operation Citadel against Kursk, Hitler set up the greatest tank battle in history. He needed an
unquali ed triumph to shine like a beacon and avenge the humiliation of Stalingrad. He had reckoned
without the Soviet T-34, built in half the time of a Panzer and easier to maintain in inhospitable conditions.
The German pincer movement was nally mounted in early June 1943, but after a week both Northern
and Southern armies were at a standstill. Soviet Packfront tactics - rockets and artillery, backed by tanks
and infantry - proved a costly but effective answer to Blitzkrieg. The world s biggest ever tank batle at
Prokhorovka saw 1,500 tanks on the battle eld - but as the dust settled, it was the Germans who licked
their wounds. The action ground on for 20 more weeks - but Citadel was doomed, and with it Hitler s chances
of remaining in Russia. Russia was the anvil on which the war machine was broken and the Panzers had

In Europe, RAF Bomber Command blitzed German cities as the
D-Day invasion of Normandy was taking shape. By April 1945, American and Russian forces had
Berlin surrounded - the liberation of Europe was complete.

BATTLE OF BRITAIN

With the surrender of France on 22nd of June 1940, Britain and her Commonwealth stood alone
against the might of the German armed forces. In that dark summer of 1940, the threat of invasion
hung heavily over Britain and children were once more evacuated to the countryside. The army was
still recovering from its defeats in France and could offer no real defence against invasion. Britain
had a strategy to meet the German threat, which was due to one man, Air Chief Marshall Sir Hugh
Dowding. Against enormous internal pressure, Dowding had resisted committing the majority of his
Spit re and Hurricane squadrons to the battle on the Continent, knowing that the major battle was yet
to come - the battle for Britain itself. Having preserved his squadrons, Dowding could now concentrate
on his four-point master plan of defence: a ghter strike force of Spit res and Hurricanes; a superbly

exible radar ghter detection system; a defence shield of anti-aircraft cover and a briliantly simple
defence strategy, disrupting the homber attacks before they could reach their targets but ensuring
enough air cover for the bases of the squadrons involved in the battle. This documentary, using newly
discovered footage, gives full justice to the exceptional Commander Hugh Dowding, to Keith Park, his
second-incommand and to all the men and women who, during that dark summer of 1940, in icted
the rst defeat on German arms.

S0 long as the English tongue survives, the word Dunkerque will be spoken with reverence ... The
glowing language with which the New York Times greeted the extraordinary rescue of the beleaguered
British Expeditionary Force from otherwise certain defeat and captivity on the continent, was in many
ways typical of the time. In Britain, despite Churchills stem reminder that wars are not won by
evacuations , a tangle of myths quickly sprung up around Dunkirk, which came to be regarded almost
as a major victory. A major victory it certainly was not. Dunkirk was a brilliantly executed withdrawal
of land forces - minus all their equipment - across the Channel, following a series of unparalleled
military disasters. Indeed, to the Germans, Dunkirk was virtually a sideshow. Intent on completing the
conquest of France, they no longer regarded the small British army as posing any signi cant threat.
For The French, Dunkirk became a bitter symbol of British betrayal. Quarrels and misunderstandings
had beset the Alliance, and at one stage the British were near to systematically deceiving their partner.
Yet the evacuation owed much to the unstinting bravery of the French troops  ghting at the Dunkirk
perimeter or beyond, and gratitude was not wanting. The visions conjured up of a ragged eet of

shing boats, yachts and dinghies sailing the channel, their pilots risking life and limb to save our
soldiers from certain defeat and captivity, is vividly realised using very rare footage only recently
obtained and painstakingly reassembled.

However,
the debate still continues; was Air Marshal Harris the murderer of
innacent civilians, or simply a man with strong enough ideals to adopt
a tactic which would ultimately lead to victory over the German war
machine?
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THE BLITZ ON BERLIN

Ina hid to nally bring World War Two to a close, Allied
forces adopted the new and contentious tactic of Terror
Bombing , the deliberate targeting of civilian areas in
German cities. As Germany s capital and Nazi headquarters,
Berlin was always going to be high on the Allied hitist.
The city would experience some of the ercest bombing of
the war from the British and American Air Forces, as well
as ground attacks from the Russians. A bitter and bloody
campaign saw the once great city utterly destroyed.

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OPERATION GOMORRHA

The aerial bombing in the summer of 1943 devastated the people, port
and buildings of Hamburg, reducing a once prosperous city to nothing
more than a pile of ashes. Whilst Allied bombers pounded the city, the
terri ed citizens took cover in cellars and purpose-built bomb shelters, in
hopes of enduring the raids. Survivors emerged to nd their city engulfed
in ames, in what was to become known as the Hamburg Firestorm.
With the level of destruction; culture and architecture being completely
destroyed, the city was never to recover to its former glory. Such was the
nature of the onslaught that scars of the aftermath of the hombings still
remain to this day.

This DVD pays tribute to those men through archive recordings, clips from the TV
series Dad's Amy , still images, feature Im footage and personal reminiscences
showing why, though the invasion never came, the Home Guard were forever
assured of the nation s gratitude.

THE LIBERATION OF AUSCHWITZ

Etched deeply into the pages of history, Auschwitz conjures up images of death,
torture and unimaginable human suffering. At the time of release only 18 minutes
of the footage contained within this DVD had been seen in the west; despite it
being used as damning prosecution evidence at the Nuremburg Trials. Recorded
from January - February 1945 by a Soviet Im crew attached to the 1st Ukrainian
Front, the programme tells the story of the liberation of the Auschwitz camp.
Captain Alexander Vorontsov, a member of the camera crew, describes the
emotions that he and his comrades felt as they were confronted by the appalling
scenes at Hitler s infamous death camp.

DACHAU & SACHSENHAUSEN

Whilst Hitler sought the answers to his Jewish problem more and more
centres of containment sprung up throughout Nazi occupied Europe. Two
such camps were Dachau and Sachsenhausen, and although perhaps not such
recognisable names as Auschwitz, they were no less crucial in the persecution
and extermination of the European Jews. Under the watchful eye of Heinrich
Himmler head of the SS and Hitler s right hand man, a series of containment,
transit and death camps were built within Europe, to systematically cleanse all
those peaple considered inferior by the Third Reich. With the liberation of these
two camps in April 1945, the true extent of man's cruelty to his fellow man
would be revealed; the untold dead, inhumane treatment and squalid conditions
would be laid bare for the entire world to see.
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THE HOLOCAUST
GHETTO THERESIENSTADT

Between 1941 and 1945 the small fortress town of Theresienstadt in Czechoslovakia
became a transit point to the death camps in the east for thousands of Czech,
German, Austrian and Dutch Jews. All those deported to Theresienstadt were led to
believe it was an end camp from which they would travel no further. They were
promised a comfortable and peaceful life in the Reich home for the aged and
were hoodwinked into signing over to the S.S. all of their properties and assets.
In reality, many would be sent on to death camps such as Auschwitz. From 1943,
following international concern, the Nazis developed Theresienstadt info a show
camp a propaganda exercise designed to conceal from the outside world what was
really happening to Europe s Jews. A large scale beauti cation programme swung
into action, giving the camp a pleasant and respectable facade, a deception that
succeeded in shielding the terrible truth.
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THE HOLOCAUST
THE YELLOW STAR - THE PERSECUTION
OF THE JEWS IN EUROPE 1933-1945

One hundred dead are a catastrophe; millions of dead are a statistic The horrendous
observations of Adolf Eichmann. This Oscar  nominated documentary serves not only as
a remembrance but a lesson and a warning for the future. It follows the plight of Europe s
Jews during the terrifying period from 1933 until the nal defeat of the Third Reich in 1945.
Never before had the world seen such contempt for human life on such a grand scale,
the murder of an estimated 6 million Jews, with countless others persecuted. During the
19305 a wave of national fervour swept through a tumultuous Germany; people looked
for answers, and the politicians were all too willing to point the nger of blame towards
the Jewish population. Few, if any, could have foreseen how the views of one man would
unfold  that man was Adolf Hitler.
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
